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Thoughts on Lent …   

 from Linda James, Churchwarden, Christ Church 

A cousin recently asked me to write a few memories of my dad for a 

family history begun during one of the covid lockdowns. At first, I 

struggled to recall things that might be of use or interest. However, 

the more I thought, the more I remembered; it’s amazing what you 

can dredge up from the innermost recesses of the mind with the 

right incentive. Something that stood out was the amount of change 

that had occurred during our lives – some I’d welcomed, some I’d 

resisted and some I’d accepted as part of growing up, part of life. I’m 

not sure if the pace of change has increased or if I merely struggle 

more to cope with it. Change is part of life; as we grow, we              

inevitably change and without change there is no growth. 

It got me thinking about how my faith has changed over the years 

and of how Lent might be a good time to explore more. Just as   

growing up involves change, so a living faith will involve change. 

When I was young and ‘knew everything’, I could voice my beliefs, 

but that voicing sometimes led to divisions between myself and    

others with slightly different expressions of faith. Now I’m older, I 

know in whom I believe, but I’m more careful about how I voice 

those beliefs … and doubts; I’d rather build bridges with others who 

have faith, however expressed, than cause division. That’s involved 

change. We’re all different, we will not always agree and God    

sometimes reveals to others something that we need to hear.  

Change that we initiate is easier to accept and to cope with as we’ve 

had time to prepare and adapt, unlike sudden, unexpected change 

which is often very unsettling.  

Something to think about 
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In the words of Bishop Michael Perham (A New Handbook of Pastoral 

Liturgy),  

“The purpose of Lent is to prepare people for the annual celebration of 

the death and resurrection of the Lord. It was not originally and is still 

not intended to be a re-enactment of the forty days (of fasting) in the 

desert at the beginning of his (Jesus’) ministry.”  

Lent was traditionally a time of preparation for those to be baptised: a 

time to ask questions, to express fears and doubts, to ask for                

forgiveness, to accept not knowing all the answers and a time for      

turning away from the old and towards the new – a time of change. 

Do we get excited about Easter (other than the prospect of chocolate!)? 

Perhaps we need to change how we mark the forty days of Lent.         

Perhaps, instead of being a time of ‘giving something up’ it could be a 

time of preparation for us – a time to refocus on and explore our faith, a 

renewal of baptismal vows (as in the traditional Easter Eve services held 

in many churches on the Saturday of Holy Week), a time to allow our 

faith, however small, to change and grow, so that we can truly celebrate 

Easter. As Bishop Tom Wright asks in ‘Surprised by hope (p268)’,  

“Is it any wonder people find it hard to believe in the resurrection of  

Jesus if we don’t throw our hats in the air?”

Christ Church churchyard 

Last year our valiant mower was struck  by a shard of glass from a flower    

container hidden in the grass. Fortunately he was not hurt but the                             

accident could have been much worse.  

Please remove all glass or pottery containers as soon as  possible. The         

diocese does not permit any glass or pottery vases in any of the  churchyards 

in Gloucestershire. 

Over the winter there have been even more graves which have floral          

tributes making the area decorative and colourful. Which is lovely to see. 

However, could you make sure that any artificial flowers remain in their    

holders (especially if there has been a wind!)  and remove those which are 

faded. Most artificial flowers have a wire stem and once in the grass they are 

difficult to see, damage mowers and strimmers and , even more importantly, 

are a potential hazard for wild life.

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Make a bug hotel this spring. 

Solitary bees, creepy crawlies of all shapes and small sizes, and spiders will 

soon be looking for homes in which to lay eggs for the summer. 

A bug hotel can be hung from a tree and, over time, may bring any       

number of interesting tiny animals to observe.  

We have two beautiful hotels outside church, made for us last year.  This 

year try this smaller version. 

You will need 

A small terracotta plant pot: some strong string or garden twine, large di-

ameter paper straws, some thin bamboo canes, natural raffia or straw, 

scissors and secateurs. 

What to so: 

Thread twine or string through the drainage hole of the pot and then wrap 

it around the top so that you end up with a hanging loop. Tie firmly.  

Cut the paper straws to the length of the pot.  Do the same with the bam-

boo canes. Put the bundles of paper straws and bamboo in the pot so that 

each bundle fills about a third of the pot.  Stuff the remaining space with 

straw or natural raffia. 

Hang the pot somewhere sunny but, if possible, sheltered from any wind.  

Keep an eye on what visits and make a note of what you see.  Do you see 

more of one creature than others? 

In the autumn empty out the contents, clean the pot and make a new one 

next year.

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Magnificent Yews 
 
Whilst churchyards contain many different veteran trees, it is the yews that are 
particularly special. Globally, veteran and ancient yews are threatened; however, 
on a world stage the best refuge for these trees is actually the churchyards of Eng-
land and Wales. It is in these enclosed spaces that over three quarters of Britain’s 
oldest yew trees can be found. Some trees are believed to be several thousand 
years old.  

The yew trees we are referring to are the long lived Taxus baccata  (often referred 
to as the Common, English or European Yew) as opposed to others also found in 
churchyards such as the Irish Yew which is more upright, neat in shape and not 
nearly as long lived. 

Almost every part of the yew is poisonous to stock and wildlife (including hu-
mans!). But birds such as blackbirds, waxwings, thrushes, and fieldfares enjoy the 
fleshy red berries. If you are partial to gathering fungi to eat, it is best to avoid 
even edible species if you find them growing on a yew tree. 

The Common yews tend to grow in a ‘normal’ tree shape until about 600 years old 
when they often hollow out and thicken around the base. This hollow cylindrical 
structure does not weaken the tree, in fact it may even strengthen its structure. 
Hollow yews are great for sheltering wildlife. Some, such as the attached picture 
from Much Marcle in Herefordshire, have seats inside, and in past centuries hol-
low yews were even used as homes by monks in Wales and Ireland!

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Exotic insects 

When my son was at primary school his class teacher 

offered children the opportunity to look after the 

schools’ stick insects at home over the summer        

holiday. Simon proudly carried home  a small fish tank  

with several 6cm long, black insects resting on twigs of 

privet.   They moved occasionally. Never having seen stick insects but         

reassured by the notes sent home by the teacher that they were trouble free, 

we set the tank on a windowsill and changed the leaves and twigs every day.  

By the end of the holidays , when the tank and its contents were due back in 

school , some of the insects had out-grown their surroundings and were no 

longer  as attractive as they had seemed six weeks previously.  Other parents 

had a similar experience and the local zoo, fortunately, agreed to take the 

now adult insects into their care.  

 Stick insects originate from Australia and other Pacific nations but a well-

established colony is thriving Cornwall. Possibly originally escapees from 

school wildlife projects, they are no danger to humans or animals and they 

provide food for some birds.  

On the Isle of Wight, however, there are established colonies of praying  

mantis.  Harmless to humans and common in France, Italy and Spain the  

praying mantis  are ‘sit and wait’        

predators who shoot out their front legs 

to capture their prey. They love to eat 

grasshoppers and crickets.  Colonies have 

also been spotted in Oxfordshire,        

Warwickshire and last year, in the New 

Forest.  Recently two have been seen in a 

garden in Cornwall.
